Policies and Procedures

Discipline Policy & Expectations:                      

We expect students to be on time and ready to participate when class begins. Students will listen, focus, and follow directions as instructed. Students will be considerate and respectful to classmates and instructors. If a discipline problem occurs, the student will receive a warning. With a reoccurrence, the student will be asked to take a “time out” for a period of time judged appropriate by the instructor. If a discipline problem becomes disruptive to the rest of the class, the student will be asked to step out of the activity or outside the classroom until the problem is resolved. If the disruptive behavior continues throughout the class or over several class periods, the Associate Director will contact the parent. If behavior does not improve the student may be asked to leave the program completely. Any student asked to leave the program due to discipline problems will not receive a tuition refund. The following behaviors are not acceptable and are grounds for immediate dismissal from class:

· Verbal or physical harassment, threats, or fighting with any student or instructor.

· Bringing any kind of weapon, alcohol, tobacco, or drugs (other then prescribed medications) to the classroom.

Absences & Tardiness:
Please notify in advance if a student will be tardy or absent on any given day. Because each class day builds on skills and activities from previous days, students who miss class may not receive the full benefit of instruction and fall behind.
